A tent-collapse in the
middle of the night is a rude awakening! Or, if you get a
brand-new pair of hiking boots and don’t properly break
them in, then go on a ten-mile hike, it's pretty painful! You
might forget bug-spray during mosquito season. Or if you
bring a flashlight on a campout, but not extra batteries; that

middle of the night! We sometimes learn the hard way to
anticipate our needs. We need to plan ahead, before it’s too
late. It was not raining when Noah built the ark! Through the
parable of the ten virgins, Jesus warns us to be ever pre-
pared for the end of our lives. How many of you have ever
run out of gas? In most audiences, this would be nearly
everyone. | cannot verify these statistics, so | caution you
that they may be flawed. It would appear that every year at
least a half million people call for help because they have
run out of gas. Besides flat tires, dead batteries, and mis-
placed keys, running out of gas ranks right up there in the
reasons why people call for roadside service. One might
understand this happening a generation ago, when gas
gauges were not entirely accurate, and when all the warning
lights of our day were non-existent. But now we have warn-
ing messages that our fuel is running low (giving us perhaps

urgent warnings indicating just how many estimated miles of
driving we have left. One must say that most people who
run out of fuel are “without excuse.”
