THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD
The baptism by John was an especially important
3 event in the life of Jesus. First, it was a moment of
identification with us sinners. Sinless, Jesus re-
ceived the baptism of repentance to identify himself
with his people, who realized for the first time that
they were sinners. Second, it was a moment of
conviction about his identity and mission: that He is the Son of God and
His mission was to preach the Good News of God's love and salva-
tion and to atone for our sins by becoming the “suffering servant.”

God the Father's words, “This is My beloved Son,” pointed to Jesus’
mission of atoning for the sins of the world by His suffering and death on
the cross. Third, it was a moment of equipment. The Holy Spirit
equipped Jesus by descending on him in the form of dove, giving him
the power of preaching and healing. Fourth, it was a moment of deci-
sion for Jesus to begin public ministry at the most opportune time after

receiving the approval of his Heavenly Father as His beloved Son. The | &

baptism of Jesus reminds us of our identity and mission. First, it
reminds us of who we are and Whose we are. By Baptism we become
the adoptive sons and daughters of God, brothers and sisters of Jesus,
members of his Church, heirs of Heaven, and temples of the Holy Spir-
it. We become incorporated into the Church, the Body of Christ, and
made sharers in the priesthood of Christ [CCC 1279]. Hence, “Baptism is
the basis of the whole Christian life, the gateway to life in the Spirit, and
the door which gives access to the other Sacraments” (CC, #1213). Most
of us dipped the fingers of our right hands into the holy water font and

blessed ourselves when we came into Church today. This blessing is| E

supposed to remind us of our Baptism. And so when | bless myself with
Holy Water, | should be thinking of the fact that | am a child of God; that |
have been redeemed by the Cross of Christ; that | have been made a
member of God's family, and that | have been washed, forgiven,
cleansed, and purified by the Blood of the Lamb. On the day of our
baptism, as St. John Paul Il explains, “We were anointed with the Qil of
Catechumens, the sign of Christ's gentle strength, to fight against evil.
Blessed water was poured over us, an effective sign of interior purifica-
tion through the gift of the Holy Spirit. We were then anointed with
Chrism to show that we were thus consecrated in the image of Jesus, the
Father's Anointed One. The candle lighted from the Paschal Candle was
a symbol of the light of Faith which our parents and godparents must
have continually safeguarded and nourished with the life-giving grace of
the Spirit.” This is also a day for us to renew our Baptismal promises,
consecrating ourselves to the Holy Trinity and “rejecting Satan and all
his empty promises,” which our profane world is constantly offering us
through its mass-media of communication. Let us ask Our Lord today to
make us faithful to our Baptismal promises. Let us thank Him for the
privilege of being joined to His mission of preaching the “Good News” by
our transparent Christian lives of love, mercy, service, & forgiveness.

Through Baptism we are freed from sin reborn as sons & daughters
of God we become members of Christ, are incorporated into the Church.

“Holy Baptism is the basis of the whole Christian life,
the gateway to life in the Spirit, and the door which gives
access to the other sacraments. Through Baptism we are
freed from sin and reborn as sons and daughters of God;
we become members of Christ, are incorporated into the
Church and made sharers in her mission...” CCC 1213

The Sacrament of Baptism marks a child's formal
initiation into the Christian community. It should be an
occasion for the parents, relatives and the entire parish to
renew and reaffirm the commitment of their faith. Baptism
is a seed to be nurtured by the parents and the parish.

Baptism is celebrated on dates that are mutually con-
venient for the parents. Before a Baptism date can be
set, parents should secure letters of eligibility for their,
recommended Godparents and present them to the rec-
tory. Parents attendance at our Parish's Pre-baptism
program should be satisfied before a Baptism date is set.
Parents are asked not to make any celebratory arrange-
ments until a Baptism date is confirmed by our Rectory
staff. The parents who fully understand the meaning of
the Sacrament through their pursuit of Baptism for their
child, affirmed in their faith, or engaged more than
they had been in the past. However, families who do
not have this understanding and come into the experi-
ence with secular preconceptions about Baptism some-
times find themselves frustrated or disappointed, even to
the point of turning away from their faith. Canon law also

a reminds parents and the entire Catholic community that

parents or those who take their place are the first and
most important teachers of the Catholic faith.

Reflexionemos si somos personas que apagan
incendios o, si por el contrario, echan mas lena al fuego a ver si nos
esforzamos en vivir todos los valores evangélicos.
DECALOGO DEL BAUTISMO. Bautiza con una condicion: que ensefies y
practiques aquello que dices vivir y sentir cuando, ante la Pila Bautismal, acercas
el fruto del amor: los hijos. Que el efecto “tradicion” o el empuje “siempre se ha
hecho asi” no sea el determinante de un bautismo. La experiencia de fe ha de ser,
ante todo, el motivo principal. Los padrinos, lejos de ser un “quedar bien con
alguien” es caer en la cuenta que, la vida cristiana, es importante para ellos y lo
haran ver en su compromiso. El Bautismo nos inserta en la misma suerte de
Cristo: muere pero resucita. Su suerte, por el Bautismo, sera la nuestra. Creer en
ello hace del Bautismo algo medular y esencial. EI nombre del bautizado denota
también la sensibilidad del creyente. La moda impone nombres pero, la
tradicion cristiana, nos empuja a valorar el santoral del dia o incluso el
referente de un santo. El Sacramento del Bautismo exige sensibilidad y respeto.
No podemos poner el acento en el momento fotografico, en la instantanea y mucho
menos en lo superficial. Bautizarse no es retratarse. Bautizar implica, entre otras
cosas, entrar en comunion con la Iglesia. El Bautismo no es un rito
independiente de la Iglesia y, mucho menos, ajeno a una orientacion en nuestras
actitudes. La lIglesia es familia y, por lo tanto, merecedora de nuestro
compromiso efectivo y afectivo. El Credo han de ser el “oremus” y el fondo del
Bautismo. Dios Padre que se hace carne en Belén y que nos trae la fuerza del
Espiritu son verdades irrenunciables. Transmitirlas, en la liturgia, en la
eucaristia de cada domingo y en la vivencia familiar es la logica de este
sacramento de iniciacion. Bautizar o bautizarse nos lleva a preguntarnos sobre
el grado de conocimiento de Jesus de Nazaret. No podemos entrar con un
‘impermeable” al bautizo: lo hago pero, luego, vivo como si fuera un pagano.
Como si nunca hubiera pertenecido a la Iglesia.
